14.       Notice Of Motion Given By Councillor Ian Auckland

 

That this Council:-

 

(a)       confirms that it is still opposed to the proposal by East Midlands Trains to implement automatic ticket barriers at Sheffield Station and reaffirms the Notice of Motion adopted by this Council on 5th November 2008;

 

(b)       thanks local people for continuing to campaign against this proposal but notes with dismay that, despite widespread opposition, East Midland Trains still plan to install barriers at Sheffield Station;

 

(c)        further notes the comments of the Passenger Focus: ‘Clearly it is not going to work in Sheffield, and they (EMT) should just drop it, get it out of the franchise. It was daft; it was wrong’;

 

(d)       believes that, given the level of public opposition, the Government should intervene and rule out the installation of barriers at Sheffield Station, as such intervention could be permissible under the terms of the franchise agreement with East Midlands Trains;

 

(e)       directs that a copy of this motion is sent to Rt Hon Geoff Hoon MP, Secretary of State for Transport, Paul Clark MP, Parliamentary Under Secretary of State for Transport, Lord Adonis, Minister of State for Transport, both Shadow spokespeople for Transport from the Liberal Democrat Party and the Conservative Party, Tim Shoveller, Managing Director of East Midlands Trains, David Brown, Director General of South Yorkshire Passenger Transport Executive, and all Sheffield MPs;

 

(f)         further directs the Chief Executive to ensure the Council uses such powers as may be available (including enforcement powers) to ensure that, where applicable, listed building consents are applied for and, insofar as the Council is able, to ensure that Disability Discrimination legislation and Health and Safety legislation is complied with in relation to the proposed installing of barriers at Sheffield Station; and

 

(g)       calls for a cross party delegation from the City Council to meet with the Secretary of State for Transport to discuss Government intervention on this issue.
